Physical Education at the South Wolds Academy and Sixth Form

The South Wolds PE curriculum is intended to fulfil 2 main aims:
1. Prepare students for studying examination courses in PE at KS4 and KS5
2. Equip students with the knowledge, enthusiasm and confidence in sport to encourage lifelong participation in
sport.

KS3 PE

All students have 2 hours of PE a week. Students are taught in both single sex and mixed gender groups.

Year 7: focus on developing fundamental motor skills into sports specific skills, basic tactics, strategies and
compositional ideas.

Year 8: focus on refining sports specific skills and developing a greater understanding of tactics, strategies and
compositional ideas.

Year 9: focus on developing more advance skills, tactics, strategies and compositional ideas and encourage them to
plan, prepare for and compete in a range of activities, organised by themselves and others.

Activities include: Netball, Football, Rugby, Basketball, Hockey, Badminton, Volleyball, Table Tennis, Tennis, Cricket,
Rounders, Dance, Gymnastics, Health Related Fitness and Athletics.

KS4 PE

All students have 1 hour a week of Core PE. During these lessons students are permitted to choose the activities they
take part in. The emphasis is on students taking responsibility for the organisation of their own activities, which is
hoped will encourage leadership, teamwork and organisational skills as well as sports specific skills. The South Wolds
Sports Leaders Award is also offered in KS4 Core PE lessons. This is designed to encourage the developments of
leadership skills through sport.

OCR GCSE and Cambridge National Sports Science are both offered as an option at KS4. Both courses are always
extremely popular and we regularly have approximately 50 students selecting to study one of these courses.

KS5 PE

OCR A Level PE is offered in the Sixth Form. Again, this has proved a popular option for students, however class sizes
are rarely above 15 which makes the learning environment even more individualised to the students who select the
course.

The Sports Leaders Award Level 2 Qualification is also offered to all Sixth Form students and we regularly have 2
groups selecting to take this qualification in addition to their A Level option.

The PE Team currently consists of 4 specialist PE teacher who are led by the Subject Performance Leader. We are a
close team who always work collaboratively together to ensure that all students, regardless of their ability, have a
positive experience and enjoy PE lessons. We also run an extensive range of extra-curricular activities and inter tutor
sports competitions throughout the academic year, which are always very popular and well attended.
