JOB PURPOSE 

To work with students within the Academy as part of a team under the direction of the line manager/Class Teacher 

in order to:

 Help raise the standards of achievement for all students. 

 Work under close supervision of the Class Teacher to ensure that all learning activities can be closely 
monitored. It is expected that all learning activities will be planned by the Class Teacher and delivered with 
the support of the post holder.
